STYLE SHEET

APA Reference List
General Page Rules
1.  Center the title (References) at the top of the page and double space before the first reference.

2.  Single space within individual references, and double space between references.

3.  Entries should be alphabetized by last name of the author.


**If two references have exactly the same author, put in order of date with the oldest reference first. 

**If the same author is first in a list but the second author is different, use the second author’s last name.

**If no author, use the first word of the title.

General Individual Reference Rules
1.  All references are left justified for the first line, and indented for the remaining lines of the reference.  
2.  When listing any title except journal titles, only capitalize the first word and words after colons or dashes in the title.  Proper nouns are also capitalized.  With journal names, capitalize all major words.
3.  Book, newspaper, and journal names should be italicized.

4.  If no date is given, use n.d.

5.  Authors:  Always list all author names as last name, first initial.


**Single:  Last name, First initial.


**Double:  Last name, first initial & last name, first initial.

**Three to Six:  Last name, first initial, …., …., …., & last name, first initial.


**More than six:  List first six as above, et al.


**Organization:  Use full name of organization (e.g. American Medical 
Association).


**Unknown:  Start reference with title before the date.

**If not the first edition, list the edition number in parentheses behind the title of the book.
