• Bruce Briggs Memorial Scholarship: Scholarship for students pursuing a career in plant 
propagation (nursery or greenhouse) from International Plant Propagators Society-Western 
Region; click on “regions” and then on the Western Region’s home page link. 

• Horticultural Research Institute: Four scholarships for students studying horticulture, 
landscaping, and related nursery industry studies. Eligibility requirements are different for each 
scholarship. Applications are due April 1. Awards vary from $1,000 to $2,500 or more.  

• American Floral Endowment: Supports several FIRST scholarships and two internship 
scholarships for full-time students interested in internships away from their home region. Vic & 
Margaret Ball Intern Scholarships are granted to students interested in floriculture or nursery 
crop production. The Mossmiller Intern Scholarship is granted to students whose interest is in 
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retail or wholesale floristry and allied industries. Applications are due March 1 or Oct. 1, and the 
internship must be started within 12 months of the application date.
