Program Description  

 

The Animal Technology program helps students to gain a solid knowledge base and fundamental skills for the handling, restrain t a nd 

care of small animals (dogs, cats, and birds,) large animals (horses, cattle, sheep, goats, swine, llamas), and common labora tor y   

species (ferrets, hamsters, gerbils, rats and mice).  Students will measure animal temperature, pulse rate and respiration, a nd will 

administer oral, topical and injectable medications.  Students explore the biology, management and diseases of common laborat ory  

animals.  Numerous field trips and work -site activities enhance the student learning process.  In the spring, students design th eir 

own research project and conduct animal -related research in teams.  Research data is compiled and analyzed and results are     

written and interpreted.  Students also have the opportunity to further explore an area of personal interest in the animal sc iences 

by working at a 54 hour internship (non -paid).  IMPORTANT:  Students must earn placement at internship sites based on their 
classroom performance.    Professional workplace and employment skills are taught throughout the year.  Upon successful           

completion of this program, students may choose to pursue the Veterinary Technology Program at FRCC, leading to an Associate of 

Applied Science degree.  Other career options may include working as a Veterinary Assistant or Technician or Lab Animal          

Assistant.   
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
