Program Description

This comprehensive program is designed to prepare students to develop the necessary skills and knowledge for entry -level intern
employment opportunities in architecture, landscape architecture and related design professions. Students will be exposed to a
wide variety of design related professions. This course of study will include course work in architecture and landscape desig n,

historical aspects of each discipline, and design concepts.

Students will study both traditional hand drafting techniques (architectural based) and state -of -the -art computer -aided drafting
skills, utilizing the latest version of AutoCAD. Students will also work on free -hand drawing, sketching, and simple perspective
drawing. Students will learn the basic principles and elements of design as well as the design process. These concepts will b e
applied during studio time when the students will complete landscape designs (residential or commercial) drafted and rendered to
industry standards. Throughout the year students will frequently present their work to the class, improving confidence in the ir
work and presentation skills.

Students will also learn how to produce and interpret architectural plans that emphasize knowledge of environmentally conscio us,
integrated design and sustainable oO0greend building concept dto
contracting services, cost estimating, and project phasing.
