Program Description

The Law Enforcement Training and Exploration Program is atwo -semester program (325+ hours) designed to expose students to
different career pathways and many essential skills required for entry -level employment and further education in the field of
criminal justice.

This program focuses on the following areas:

I Careers in criminal justice: law enforcement, the criminal justice system, correctional service, research and administration,
crime scene investigation

9 Legal and ethical issues in criminal justice

I The police: history, organization, role, and function

I Police procedures: traffic control, patrol and observation, suspect control, search and seizure, arrest and interrogation,
surveillance

I Police special units and functions: K -9, swat, bomb squad, etc.



Program Description (continued)

I Crime scene investigation: physical evidence, photography, reports, sketches, processing evidence, interviewing witnesses and
victims, fingerprinting principles and techniques, DNA evidence, blood analysis and spatter patterns

I Communication skills: effective verbal communication, working with diverse populations, briefings, report writing, conflict
resolution, interviewing and interrogating skills, research writing and presentations

I Criminal law and the courts: overview of constitutional and Colorado law, overview of court system, prosecution and defense,
pretrial procedures, criminal trial, punishment and sentencing, restorative justice

I Correctional system: institutional operations and management, probation, parole

I Limited hands on skills, such as defensive tactics

9 Professional workplace and organizational skills

Students can expect to participate in a variety of field trips and community experiences. Students may also be expected to

participate in activities that require limited physical exertion.

Upon completion of this program students will be prepared to pursue a college degree in Criminal Justice or a related fi eld. Stu-
dents will also gain skills to help prepare them for entry -level employment in the law enforcement field.

Recommended Academic Prerequisites

Biology, Psychology, Basic Life Science, Computer Ap-
plication Skills, Research Skills, Communication/
Speech, Technical Reading/Writing Skills. Profi-
ciency in reading, writing, and speaking the English
language is expected.

Dual Credit (optional)

Students have the opportunity to earn FRCC college
credit for CRJ 110 (3 credits) and CRJ 125 (3 cred-
its) in this program. Students must submit an applica-
tion packet and meet FRCC assessment requirements
prior to the first day of class.
