Program Description

Students will gain foundational knowledge in science and medicine, and will have unforgettable exposure to medical profession als
and facilities as they pursue their interest in medical careers. Curriculum includes basic nurse aide training, culminating in a three
day clinical experience in a local facility working with real patients. Students must earn the placement at clinical sites based on

their classroom performance.  Students must arrange their personal -life schedule (1 full weekend, Friday, Saturday, Sunday) to
participate in full -day clinical experiences. These clinical experiences will take place at a long -term -care facility.

Upon successful completion of coursework, our students are prepared to sit for their state board exams to become a Certified

Nursing Assistant. If passed, this credential allows our graduates to begin working in the medical field immediately, and al SO pro-
vides the certification required to enter most Colorado nursing programs. Students must provide proof of residency to participate

in the clinical and to sit for the Nurse Aide State Exam. If one day of a clinical internship is missed, the student may be ineljgible

to sit for the state exam.

To be éeligible to return for the spring semester and sit for the state board exam, students must maintain at least a C averag einall
fall semester courses.
