Program Description  

 

This program is designed to provide students with entry - level job skills as they learn the fundamentals of forestry, soil and 

water resources, wildlife management, and outdoor recreation. Natural resource management requires a broad overview of all 

components of an ecosystem and its interrelationships. Students explore soil, water quality and management principles require d 

to make conscientious land -use decisions, and participate in a technician skills unit covering equipment operation, safe chain -saw 

use, GPS/mapping and orienteering. Classroom knowledge is applied through field labs utilizing both the school forest and the  

Horsetooth research site. Students study the forest from òthe canopy to the rootó and identify forest communities. They 

study forest ecology, fire ecology, forest health, and analyze forest management techniques.   Wildlife management is taught by 

studying the ecology and management of wildlife species in the Rocky Mountain region.  Students study endangered and    

threatened animal species, game and nongame species, and wildlife management techniques. Fish biology and management is   

included as a part of the wildlife unit.  
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
